An e-mail from property owner, Richard Pranger was discussed regarding our ready to serve fee for
vacant homes was mentioned. President Farber spoke about the $600,000 congressional grant and
how the village was finding difficulty in spending it since it was earmarked for PFAS and the
D.W.S.R.F. already had covered the PFAS removal and new well. There was a lot of discussion
between the council members. President Farber said he would continue to research and set up a work
session to discuss it further.



Committee Reports:

Buildings, Grounds & Equipment: Bostrom reported that a meeting was held to discuss two
proposals for a new zero turn mower and the recommendation is to purchase the Kioti Zero turn and it
will be discussed under new business.

Finance & Personnel (Legal & Insurance): McDonald reported that the committee met on March
27,2026 with American Classic Dumpster regarding the contract that is expiring. A formal bid was
submitted and would be discussed under new business. She reported that another meeting had been
held on April 9, 2026 to discuss approval of the monthly, DWSRF & CWSREF invoices. Employee
wages were also reviewed and will be discussed under new business.

Police Chief Report:

Chief Catts reported that there was a total of 117 calls for Hesperia that were responded to by himself
and Oceana and Newaygo counties. He stated that training was going well. He mentioned that
himself and Officer Rose attended a Domestic Violence training at the Lowell Police Department. He
stated that the department would need a newer vehicle down the road. He spoke about purchasing
safety items for the crossing guards including vests, lights and lighted handheld signs. He will
continue to work with Consumers Energy on improving better lighting in the crosswalks. He said that
he has been receiving good feedback from the school.

Zoning Administrator Report:

Steve Micklin reported that there were no inquires and no permits received or issued. He stated that
there had been 1 complaint and 11 letters had been sent out. He said that President Farber and himself
would start to revisit ordinance issues and revisit issuing violations. He stated that an old business
reached out to him to have it turned into a 5 unit apartment building. He stated that they had received a
grant and that the property was zoned properly. He was contacted by Frontier Communications and are
working on getting permits to put fiber optic cable in the village.

DPW Supervisor Report:

Todd Hren said that summer is coming and his team is preparing for the season. He said that Nieboer
Electric was scheduled to come in and prepare the bathrooms for the summer. He reported that
Ryerson Brothers were catching up on the service line replacements and were working at a steady
pace. Road and yard restoration were being scheduled. President Farber stated that the Iron Removal
Plant should be coming online soon. The village is still waiting on three phase electric from
Consumers Energy.

Motion to purchase a Kioti Zero Turn mover from Reeman Farm Equipment for $14,700.00
Discussion: President Farber stated that the village currently had two residential zero turn mowers.
One is a 2013 and the other one is a 2017. They are starting to have issues. One will be kept as a spare
and one would be disposed of possibly at JNJ auction . The Kioti is a commercial mower and was
discounted $7,000 because it was last year’s model. McDonald inquired if it was ready to be picked up
and Todd Hren said yes it was.
